Using & Understanding “the drop system” On Our Rides

We use “the drop system” on our rides to ensure everyone stays with the group and no-one gets lost. Essentially, the
ride leader will point with a red flag when and where they want the vehicle behind them to stop. The stopped vehicle
will stay there direct the rest of the vehicles to follow the leader. Ideally, they will “block” other routes so everyone fol-
lows the same trail. The stopped vehicle will wait until the tail-gunner gives them the green flag to continue to follow the
rest of the group in this “leap frog” pattern. This keeps us all together so we all get the destination safely. Thanks!
